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e are distinct; we are
different, we are unique; but
do we need to be divided and

divisive?  Over the past six years it
feels as if I have been part of a
cosmic-social lab experiment—the
laboratory,  the Episcopal Church.
The purpose of the experiment:  to
determine what will separate people
from one another.  Just how deep lay
our bonds of affection?

I confess naivete.  Little did I
know the significance of my personal
convictions when it came to "hot-
button" issues.  I have come to my
convictions honestly, as I believe
everyone else has.  I am a product of
my generation, my family, my
education, my culture, and my
temperament.  I bring all of this to
the table when I am asked what I
think about certain topics—health
care, reproductive rights, sexuality,
government, biblical interpretation,
liturgy,  music, government, etc…
The experiment, of course, is not
limited to the Episcopal Church, it
extends throughout the culture of the
United States as top leaders and
media personalities garner support
primarily on their professed
convictions on particular issues.  

I am six years into the
experiment and can say I have
learned much about myself and have
observed much in others.  I have
learned I am as guilty as the next
person when it comes to judgment
and how fear dominates my life.  We
fear convictions and beliefs other
than our own and we criticize (and
sometimes demonize) those who
hold different views.  We claim Holy
Scripture as the exclusive basis for
our convictions dismissing the
possibility that those who feel
differently can legitimately profess
the same. (Both liberals and
conservatives, progressives and
traditionalists, Christian and non-
christian, look to the life of Jesus and

the writings of scriptures, as an
influence for their convictions and
views.)

The experiment has taught
me our bonds of affection and unity
need to go deeper then personal
conviction. Only when we walk with
those who see and believe
differently, will we experience the
love of Jesus, who said, “If you love
those who love (and agree with) you,
what reward is that?” The
experiment has taught me we have
nothing to give to others if we are
separate from them, except prayer.
In a time when opposing opinions
have separated many, I have
experienced prayer as a way to
remain connected and to heal the
wounds of separation and judgment.   

Who can interpret what Jesus
imagined when he prayed, “Make
them one, as you and I are one?”
Do we really think he imagined we
all become Republicans, Democrats,
liberals, conservatives, Americans,
Africans, Asians, male, female,
Christian, Jew, Muslim, Buddhist,
atheist, agnostic…?  I have come to
believe the one-ness and unity Jesus
prayed for is greater than all of the
above, and includes all of the above.
Can we imagine a world without
difference and distinction?  Do we
believe the world would be better if
we were all one religion? One
ethnicity? One politic? One gender?

The Bishop opened a recent
gathering with the verse quoting
Jesus, “Love one another as I have
loved you.” Is there a limit to that
love? From the experiment I have
learned, in each of us there is a limit
and then we go our separate ways.
But I believe the spirit of Christ
would have us come to our limit, and
go another mile.  Upon that mile we
will meet Jesus in a whole new way.
