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ow beautiful upon the
mountains are the feet
of the messenger who

announces Peace…"
Christmas is filled with sights,

sounds, and memories.  The
lights aglow on the eaves of
houses and the branches of
trees; the sounds of paper
crinkling, little children
squealing, and joyous
gatherings.  Christmas is a time
when magic visits our winter
lives.

It is fitting that Christmas is a
time for visitors.  The original
story of Christmas is all about
visitations.  The angel's visit to
Mary saying she is with child,
and to the shepherds in the field
announcing the arrival of the
same child. The shepherds made
haste to visit the manger and the
wise men brought gifts from
afar.  Christmas is the great
visitation of the peace and grace
of God incarnate in the child of
Mary.

There are those in our life
whose visits we cherish.  They
always bring a spirit of joy and
well-being.  As they knock upon
the door, the countenance of
their face lights our presence
and fills us with the peace that
emanates from their heart.
What makes one person a bearer
of peace and another a bearer of
burden?  Connectedness, I
think. 

"All things came into being
through him, and without him
not one thing came into being.
What has come into being into
him was life, and the life was the
light of all people.  The light
shines in the darkness and the

darkness does not overcome
it…”

I can only imagine the affect
Jesus made upon those whom
he visited.  We get scant
descriptions from the Gospel
writers, but there is enough to
believe a visit from Jesus
changed everything.  Whether
he was a guest at a wedding,
invited home to dine with
friends, or requested to come
and pray for an ill family
member or friend, Jesus brought
life and healing, and joy
everywhere he went.  We also
have several incidents where
Jesus' arrival would cause large
groups to greet him and gather
around him.  Jesus carried
within him and shared to all
who would receive the Holy
Spirit of life: Love, joy, peace...
Jesus was connected to the
spirit, the life flow of the divine.
Through him and in him
streamed the very energy of
God's light and love - the power
to heal, encourage, enlighten,
and bring hope.

Christmas is the story of the
incarnation of the light of God.
"The true light which enlightens
everyone was coming into the
world."  (John 1) In Jesus, the
light of God is available to any
who receives his visitation.
Like Jesus, we too can be
bearers of peace and joy, healers
in a wounded world, conduits of
the life of God.  When we
connect with Jesus, we are
connected to the source of life
and goodness and we become
the messenger of peace and
healing, a welcomed visitor.
