n Jesus' parable, The
Prodigal Son,the first act of
the story involves the

younger son leaving home with
his inheritance.  He squanders it
all on reckless living and
returns home to a
compassionate and forgiving
father, who welcomes him back
into the family with the words,
“Let's have a feast and
celebrate.  For this son of mine
was dead and is alive again; he
was lost and is found." 

The younger son in this
famous story represents all who
have wandered and squandered.
There is the prodigal in most of
us.  Happiness lies elsewhere
and much is lost in the elusive
search for contentment and
belonging.  In the end, the
younger son realizes the
treasures he sought elsewhere
awaited him back home. He
returns home and discovers it
for the first time.   

Following the younger
brother's return, the elder
brother comes to the forefront
of the story. “Meanwhile, the
older son was in the field.
When he came near the house,
he heard music and dancing.
So he called one of the servants
and asked him what was going
on.  ‘Your brother has returned
home,’ he replied, ‘and your
father has killed the fattened

calf because he has him back
safe and sound.’

The older brother became
angry and would not go in." 

The elder brother represents
the part of the population who
have not wandered but
remained; and have also
managed to be blind to the
wonderful treasures all around
them.  The elder brother is the
super-responsible person who
labors night and day to be
recognized by the "exacting
father."  The elder brother is
looking and working for
approval and reward, failing to
participate in the wonderful life
of the Father's home. 

The elder son is angered
by the father's compassionate
reception of the younger
brother.  In the elder brother's
mind, his father had never
rewarded him for remaining.
The elder son feels
unappreciated and forgotten,
“Look, all these years I have
been slaving for you and never
disobeyed your orders.  Yet you
never gave me even a young
goat that I could celebrate with
my friends…and yet when this
son of yours who has
squandered your property with
prostitutes has come home, you
kill the fattened calf for him.”

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In a church community, I believe, there
exists a similar, if not so exaggerated, scenario as
in the Prodigal Son story.  We are a community of
people, some of whom are returning to the family
of the church following many years of wandering
and searching elsewhere, and some of whom who
have remained in church and yet have never really
experienced the joy and generosity of God. Each
of us, in our own way, has missed the life of grace
and provision that we hear in the Lord's Prayer,
"Give us this day our daily bread…"

The story also points out how both sons,
though they had been raised by the father and
lived with him for many years, did not really
know their dad at all.  The younger imagined his
father disowning him following his foolish
behavior, and the elder imagined his father as an
exacting, hard-to-please, kind of person.   This is
another universal truth Jesus teaches through this
story: our image of God is generally projected
images of our own selves.The younger son
imagined the father disowning him because that is
exactly what the son had done to the father when
he took his inheritance and left home—he
disowned the father.   The elder son imagined his
father as harsh and punitive because he held
resentment toward the younger brother.  He
wanted the dad to act in the way he dreamt of
acting if his brother ever came crawling home,
with harsh judgment and rejection.

As we journey Lent together allow this
story to be a background for spiritual direction
and insight.  Turn to the Gospel of Luke, chapter
fifteen and reflect upon the story of the Prodigal
Son.  Relate either to the younger son, who is
squandering the precious inheritance of the father,
or the elder son, who is bound by bitterness,
judgment, and an unwillingness to forgive, both
are missing the life the father intends for them.
Allow the grace of God to abound fully in you and
all others around you.  Imagine God's love and
kinship with you and all others around you, and be
prepared to be welcomed or welcome others in to
God's full acceptance and belonging.

A Lenten Reflection of the Psalms

March 7: "My Soul Thirsts for You"
Exodus 3:1-15; Psalm 63:1-8; Luke 13:1-9
The psalms are filled with wonderful imagery. In
this psalm, the writer recognizes the soul's desire
for God, the eternal. Most of what surrounds us is
temporal. The pleasures to which we are
accustomed through our appetites give us
immediate but, never lasting, joy or fulfillment.  It is
relationship and intimacy with God that our soul
ultimately needs and wants and until we learn to
find that fellowship and intimacy with God, our
souls are thirsty.

March 14: "A Heavy Hand"
2 Corinthians 5:16-21; Psalm 32; Luke 15:1-3, 11b-32
“Happy are they whose transgressions are forgiven, and whose sin is put away.” “For your hand was
heavy upon me day and night…then I acknowledged my sin to you, and did not conceal my guilt." Like
the prodigal son who imagined his father's wrath and judgment upon his humbled return home, we
imagine God's punishment instead of grace and redemption when we confess our failings and
foolishness to God. This imagined rejection from God is the heavy hand upon our soul.  The truth is
God forgives our transgressions and those who know this, are happy and at rest!

March 21: "The Lord Has Done Great Things For Us"
Isaiah 43:16-21; Psalm 126; John 12:1-8
It is good to believe and recognize divine grace and providence beyond our own accomplishment and
doing. It is good for the soul to be grateful to the mysterious divine, to not just believe in ourselves but
in the hand and favor of the spiritual world.  There is a power that comes to those who believe and
give thanks.  This psalm looks back from where Israel has returned to Jerusalem after being dispersed
from Jerusalem and enslaved in Babylon.

March 28: Palm Sunday
The service begins with the joy of Jesus' triumphant entry into Jerusalem.  We then proceed to the
arrest and trial of Jesus before the courts of King Herod and Pontius Pilate.  Palm Sunday is the
commencement of Holy Week,  as the life of Jesus ends in painful agony, but through the resurrection
of Easter, reigns eternal as the Spirit of God's redemption.
