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y title comes from a
prayer of Jesus found in

the Gospel of John, chapter
seventeen.  It was a prayer for
his disciples and all who would
follow after them in the way
that Jesus taught them.  Jesus
prayed that his disciples be
made “one.”  Did he mean they
all become the same person?
Believe the same thing? Wear
the same clothes?  I highly
doubt it, unless you wish to
make Jesus more like a cult
guru.  Jesus prayed for them to
be one in the midst of their
significant differences and
unique perspectives, he called
them from their diversities to
share in the life of community.

As spring breaks forth
our eyes will delight and our
noses be treated to a great
symphony of color and
fragrance.  Modeled by the
gospel of creation is how a
wide variety of life can come
together to create one season—
spring. Winter loosens her icy
grip, the soil receives the gift of
warmth from the sun, the
dormant trees break forth their
buds, the newborn animal and
insect life comes forth from
their winter hiding and birthing
places.  A vast variety of plant,
animal, and mineral life work
together and create the wonder

and landscape of spring.
It is from the gospel of

creation that I have come to
believe that community can
thrive in the midst of diversity.
In fact, I wish to only be part of
a community that not only
tolerates but advocates a wide
spectrum of perspective.
Community that produces
uniformity distorts and shrinks
the life God has created; but
where the Spirit of the Lord is
there is freedom: freedom to
believe, to question, to be
authentic, to be different.

Being one, in my
opinion, is not being the same.
When Jesus prayed the prayer
for his disciples he prayed that
they would be “one” as “You,
Father, are in me and I am in
you, may they also be in us, so
that the world may believe that
you have sent me.” (John
17:21)  Jesus prayed that his
disciples would share in his
unity and fellowship with God.
Jesus knew no barriers between
himself and God.  He was
nourished and satisfied with the
Creator's perfect love,
goodness, and peace even in the
midst of great suffering and
injustice.  In Jesus' mind,
intimacy with God was the
secret to a full life—knowing
God's presence and pleasure in

everything and every day.  He prayed that
“oneness with God and others” be the hallmark of
any and all who would follow in his footsteps.  In
Jesus' teachings peace with God will produce
peace with self.  And, peace with self will produce
peace with neighbor.  And, peace with neighbor
will reflect God's peace with us.

Being made one with God connects us with
the vast array of life and the limitless varieties in
which life is lived.   God is responsible for all of
life and is pleased with all creation.  There is
unlimited variety modeled well by the snowflake
and the fingerprint.  No day is the same and no
person has ever been duplicated.  I believe that
Jesus' prayer for oneness expands our world to
include a great variety of others, where diversity
and difference are not detractors, but are
enhancers to authentic community and shared
action.  Being made one with God lifts us from
our own perspective and enables us to connect
with people who see, believe, think, and act
different from ourselves.

So how do people come together to share
and be community when they are so different?  I
believe the sum of Jesus' teachings, as well as the
Epistles to the young churches, supply an
abundance of counsel.  From Paul's analogy of the
Christian community being like a body, where all
are different but are part of a greater whole; to
Jesus' teachings on forgiveness, giving respect
and preference to others before ourselves,
forgiving those who misjudge, and restraining
from passing judgment on others.  The examples
of the early Christian communities are filled with
the task of solving the difficulties that arise when
a variety of people from different backgrounds
come together to be a community of hope and
healing.   Such a community is a welcome and
Christ-like witness to a world that suffers from
faction, conflict, and division.

The Consecration Sunday campaign is about asking the question; What is God calling me to do? and,
How am I to live? These are the questions of people seeking to find and follow the divine calling in
their lives.  We do a Spring stewardship campaign because our emphasis is not on raising money for
a budget, but on practicing the spiritual discipline of “tithing.”   Our campaign takes place in the Spring,
instead of the Fall, so as to separate the practice of stewardship, and the act of making a budget.
When we bring our offering to the altar, it is not making a contribution to the church, or paying our part
of the budget—presenting our offering at the altar is making a thank offering to God in thanksgiving for
God's love and provision in our life.

The gospels present two accounts where Jesus comes upon the disciples while fishing.  In both
accounts, the disciples had fished all night and caught nothing.  Jesus comes upon them early in the
morning while they are about to call it quits and tells them “cast your nets on the other side” of the
boat.  They haul in the big catch after they have followed Jesus' advice.

Stewardship teaches us: When we put God first in all that we do, and all that we have, and all that we
say the return in our life is much more fulfilling, than if we live for ourselves first, and give God the
scraps.  The divine principle of tithing is about casting your net where God can bless and provide for
you, just as Jesus turned an empty net into a full one for the disciples.

The philosophy behind the tithe is faith and trust.  By presenting the first of your income at the altar of
God, you are saying,”The Lord Is my Shepherd and My Provider…”   Make a commitment to be here
with your church family as we together respond to God's call in our lives, separately and as a
community.
