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he dreary gives way to the
beautiful.  The dark

mornings grow light.  Bare
wood becomes flowering trees
adorned with blossoms and
green.  The landscape is filled
with purples, pinks, and
yellows with dramatic flair.  A
longing rises in the soul to get
out of the car and walk
everywhere.  The neighborhood
comes alive with mowing and
gardening, driveway basketball,
and playing catch in the street.  

For me, spring is the evidence
of eternal hope and beauty.
Like the story of the
resurrection, where life
conquers death, weak survives
the strong, good has the final
word - Spring brings the annual
message: new life, beauty, and
warmth.

The gospel story of Christ's
resurrection is the story of life
from death.  All winter I have
looked out onto my front yard
garden at the bare blackberry
vines clinging to the fence.  I
wondered if they were dead or
simply dormant.  Over the past
few weeks I have watched
those barren vines come alive
with green sprigs bearing new
blossoms.

Spring is the annual evidence
that we are always more than
we see.  On the surface we can

appear to be without life, void
and barren of emotion and
activity.  There are times in our
life that the darkness is greater
than the light and everyday is a
struggle to get to the next.  But,
below the surface, an eternal
world of imagination and vision
lays hidden waiting for the
opportunity to emerge in our
life.

The days following the
resurrection were spring for the
disciples.  Jesus remained upon
the earth to absolve their
failures, reassure them in their
fears, reunite them from their
dispersion, and give them
vision for their future.  "Love
one another as I have loved
you, serve one another as I have
served you, Peace be with you,
teach others what I have taught
you….'  Jesus gave the
disciples a new vision for life
with one another and life with
God; and that life was eternal.  

Driving down the
residential streets I am taken by
the explosion of foliage and
color.  These are not the same
streets as last month.
Deciduous trees fill the
landscape with blossoms.  I
drive under canopies of arching
trees that connect over the
center of the road turning urban

neighborhoods into a wooden village.  I have a
renewed appreciation for living in such a place,
and my own zest for life returns.

One of the most powerful witnesses for the
resurrection of Jesus is the profound change in the
lives of the disciples.  These were men gathered
together in fear following the crucifixion of Jesus;
and yet, in the months to come, frightened men
become powerful witnesses of the resurrection of
Jesus.  It is their changed lives that reflect the
returned presence of Jesus.  

Spring is the annual return of the trees, the songs
of birds, outside voices, and the light and warmth
of the sun.  Our eyes now see what was there the
whole time; dwelling beneath the surface and
around the bend at the next rotation of the earth.
Spring teaches us to never lose hope and always
believe in eternal and emerging life.  In the final
weeks of Naomi Manton's life we did not talk
about her life as if it was over.  She shared with
me some of what she had learned in her eighty-
plus-year journey and how she looked forward to
living life beyond the body.  In her own spiritual
formation, Naomi had already tasted life with
Christ.  She knew her life would continue and I
knew she would be praying for me in the years to
come.  It had been a long season of dying for
Naomi, and she knew that season of winter was
soon to end.  She also knew that winter always
gave way to spring.  Naomi's death would not be
the end of her life, only the end of her dying -
what would follow was what always followed the
sleep of winter… the new life of spring and the
resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ!

The Pilgrims in Christ Class of 2010 BY FR. RICHARD LIGHTSEY

As participants and sponsors of the Pilgrims in Christ Class shared their experiences at the
Agape Meal, I was moved by the stories of spiritual growth, bonding, and the way this parish had
become their beloved church home over the winter season.  They spoke of the gifts they had received
through the community of this parish and the relationships they had developed with one another—they
had become a family who felt at home with the greater family of the parish.

Each year, participants come to Saint Andrew with little experience of the Episcopal Church and
the ancient sacramental practices that form our worship. The Pilgrims in Christ move from curious and
interested observers to informed participants of our sacramental and liturgical life together.  They learn
the history of the Anglican Communion and the Episcopal Church.  They learn of the spiritual meanings
of the sacraments, and the personal spiritual formation derived from Eucharist and Baptism. They are
acquainted with the unique role the Episcopal Church plays as the via media between Roman
Catholicism and Protestantism, and the prophetic voice for social justice we play on behalf of all
people.

As in the past several years, the graduates of the Pilgrims in Christ Class are ready to take their
places in the life of the parish.  Several of them have already joined the very busy kitchen crew while
others are ready to respond to the growing community services in which we have become engaged.
So make a point to meet and become acquainted with David and Nancy Detzler, Jim Scheffler, Steve
and Kathy Alexander, Courtney Shanks and Brian Carness,  Melody Hosler, Brent and Amy Dechert.

How did they come to Saint Andrew?

DAVID AND NANCY DETZLER had just moved form Georgia to be close to their children and
grandchildren in Kokomo.  They were out for a walk in Foster Park last fall and noticed our church;
they had been attending an Episcopal Church in Georgia.  Nancy suggests they walk over to the
church and look inside.  I greeted them in the lobby, gave them a tour, and invited them to return on
Sunday.  They returned along with their granddaughter, Alexis.  Alexis came to EYC and signed up for
Fall Retreat.  Now, on many Sundays, the Detzlers fill a pew with three generations along with friends
and guests.

BRIAN CARNESS AND COURTNEY SHANKS had just moved from Virginia last summer.  They had
tried several churches in town and had driven by ours on numerous occasions. One evening Courtney
suggested they walk to the church and check it out.  It just so happened it was the day of "Celebration
on the Lot."  They were immediately greeted by Chuck Lewis and invited to church the next morning,
which they accepted.  They have often commented that they had never felt more welcome to a church
in the way they were received and welcomed to Saint Andrew.  At the Easter Vigil, we all welcomed
Courtney into the community of faith as she entered the waters of baptism.  Her spirit and enthusiasm
have been part of the magic during this year's Pilgrims in Christ journey.

STEVE AND KATHY ALEXANDER watched their son, John, attend and become part of the life and
ministry of the parish.  They had observed the change it made in his life and after several invitations,
first Steve, and then Kathy began attending the parish on a regular basis.  It was the joy and
friendliness of the congregation together with the messages of hope and encouragement during these
years of economic struggle in Kokomo that moved them to join their son, John, as members of Saint
Andrew.

JIM SCHEFFLER was introduced to me by Brian and Hope Oaks.  Jim is the chief heart surgeon
at Saint Joseph's hospital, and he and I would cross paths many times.  After several declined
invitations to visit St. Andrew, Jim and his wife, Kathy, attended the Christmas service in 2008.  In his
own words, following separation from the church throughout his adult life, Jim felt he had come home
(an experience I have often heard from those who have visited St. Andrew).  He became a quiet,
regular, presence at the 7:30 and now often frequents the 9:00 service as well.  He made a
commitment to the Pilgrims in Christ Class, and in spite of a busy schedule as Chief heart surgeon,
Jim was a faithful and vital part of the Pilgrims experience.

BRENT AND AMY DECHERT are natives to Kokomo. Brent practices law along with his father and
brother in Kokomo.  They have twin four-year old daughters, Mara and Keara.  They visited Saint
Andrew in search of a church tradition that was open to diverse perspectives on social and cultural
issues.  After attending Saint Andrew a couple times, they felt at home and welcome as a young family.  

MELODY (MEL) HOSLER visited Saint Andrew as a guest of Chuck Lewis for the past several
years.  Chuck was asked by Doug Miller to serve as a sponsor and Chuck, lifelong member of Saint
Andrew, confessed that he had never taken the Pilgrims in Christ Class.  So, he told Doug, he would
sign up as a participant and asked Mel to join him.  Mel comes from a Protestant tradition and has
loved becoming more acquainted with the sacraments and spirituality of the Episcopal Church.

I share these stories because they speak of people seeking community, being welcomed with
open arms, and finding their place among us.  These stories speak of invitations and inclusion, seeking
and finding the presence of God and the warmth of community.   So… don't be shy and be aware of
the souls that cross your path.
