HOMEWARD BOUND.. e xeounces:

For most of my adult life, nearly twenty-eight
years, St. Andrew was my spiritual home.
Dianne and | became Episcopalians here;
both of our daughters were baptized,
confirmed and married here; | served as a
deacon here for ten years and | was ordained
a priest here. A little over five and half years
ago, when Bishop Little asked me to consider
going to Trinity Church in
Logansport as Priest-in-Charge
while a local man was preparing
to become a priest for the church,
the only fear that | had was
leaving St. Andrew. | didn't want
to leave the place that had
played such an important part in
my life and the life of my family.
With encouragement from Fr.
Richard and a sense of
obligation, since this was exactly
the kind of assignment that
Bishop Little had ordained me for, Dianne and
| left for new church. Once again, | am facing
a painful leave-taking, one that | have known
all along was inevitable and one that | trust is
within God's plan for me and for Trinity,
Logansport.

Over these past several years | have often
thought of the words which | think come from
the novelist Thomas Wolfe, "you can never
go home again." These have haunted me as
| contemplated what we might do when my
time in Logansport was finished. That time is
almost here, and Fr. Richard has graciously
offered me an opportunity to return to St.
Andrew. So | wonder, can | go home again.

In a sense, returning to St. Andrew will be a
homecoming and in a more real sense it will
be a new step in my ministry and in our lives.

St. Andrew remains a place of dear
memories, and profound importance to me.
Yet, one of the things that is very clear to me
is that St. Andrew is not the same place that |
left, and | am not the same person who left
here in 2005. Both of us have changed
immeasurably. Many who | knew in this
parish are no longer here for a variety of
reasons. Those who have come
since my departure will be new
to me, and this now is more their
parish than it is mine. Much has
happened in the national church,
in the diocese and in St. Andrew
during our time away. Dianne
and | have spent the recent
years in the embrace of a
different, loving faith community
who have blessed us in ways we
never imagined. | have grown in
my understanding of what it
means to be a priest, of what Jesus is asking
of me and of each of us who choose to follow
him and in my commitment to "seek and
serve Christ in all persons..." (BCP, Pg. 293)

It is my hope to begin this new phase of my
ministry and life in Christ on Sunday, July 25,
2010. It truly is a beginning; not a resuming of
something that once was, but a beginning of
something new. In this sense | look forward
to rejoining the people of St. Andrew with
excitement, anticipation and maybe a little
trepidation. | am profoundly thankful to Fr.
Richard and the Vestry for giving me this
opportunity. Dianne and | are hoping to
quickly immerse ourselves in the life of the
parish and once again come to look on St.
