September 12...Homecoming Sunday;,
“Everybody Come!”

In September, 2009, we began “keeping attendance” on Sunday
Mornings. | made up a list of “the regulars” for each of the three
services. “What” you may ask constitutes a regular attendee? Well,
my definition expects a person to be here at least once a month. The
CH U RCH list then becomes a monthly attendance sheet that the person taking
HOMECOMI NG attendance uses to check your name as you enter the church. Again,
the names on the sheet are those who have already established
regular attendance. How does a name get put on the list for the first time? Show up as a visitor a few
times and then let us know, “Hey, | like it here, how do | become a member?” Just last week, a visitor to
the 7:30 took the time to call the church and express how welcomed he felt and how he enjoyed the liturgy
and spirit of our church; he then said, “l want to be a member.” Another couple who have visited twice took
me aside and shared how following their first visit they came home from a sad journey from Indianapolis
to find the bread and welcome packet from the church. On their return visit they informed me they would
be back. Their names will appear on the September, 2010, list for the first time.

So, what have | learned from my year of taking attendance? After taking attendance for a year | can tell
you some things based upon the data that may surprise and | pray challenge us as a parish family. For
starters, if everyone who comes to church on a regular basis all came on one Sunday, they would number
two hundred and twenty spread out through three services. That number does not include visitors, guests,
and irregular attendees — generally numbering five to twenty on any given Sunday. This number would be
significantly different than the Sunday average of 135 — 170 which has been recorded over the past year.
| believe Woody Allen is credited with the quote, “Eighty-percent of success is simply showing up.” The
community we hope to build in our parish is significantly affected by simply being present.

Community is one of the three main commitments of our parish: We are committed to Community,
Stewardship, and Discipleship. Every Sunday when the parish family gathers, the attendance records
reflect that one third of the family is not present. | believe this has a significant effect upon the experience
of community. | know, when we sit down at the family dinner table, if anyone is absent it is keenly felt.
When James is asked to set the table he always inquires, “How many?” When the number is less than the
six members of the household, there is a tinge of melancholy in his voice. When the number is more than
regular, he is excited. The point is this, it is important in our household that we are all together at the dinner
table. Church family members ought to have the same attitude of being present when the family gathers
around the communion table.

Church growth educators instruct church leaders that we need “special events and programs” to attract
people into church. | believe the most significant gift a church has to offer is the community and kindred
spirit shared among the people of the church. Our sense of community is greatly affected by just one
person’s presence or absence.

So, here is a hope and prayer from your “shepherd/priest.” | would like to designate one Sunday/month as
One Hundred Percent day. | would like to experience the Eucharist with the whole family gathered. | would
like each parishioner to experience the importance of all being together. | believe it would be a great gift
to each of us, and even inspire us to improve our average Sunday attendance from the mid sixty percentile
to the mid eighty to ninety percentile. Go now to the family calendar and circle SEPTEMBER 12, it shall

be our first 100% day.

This is the story of Frances Slocum also
known by her Miami Indian name Maconakuwa or
Maconaquah (Little Bear Woman).

She was abducted from her large Quaker
family in Northeastern Pennsylvania by Delaware
Indians in 1778. She was only 5 years old.

Although unaware at the time, she was
taken captive to replace an Indian child who had
been killed by white soldiers. Always treated with
respect and love by the Indians, she finally gave
up all thoughts of escaping and getting back to
her birth family. With many attacks by the white
soldiers and harsh treatment by white people,
she came to distrust all whites.

Her life certainly wasn't an easy one until
her last years. There was a touching reunion with
two Slocum brothers and a sister in Peru after
they had searched for her for 60 years. Her last
years were spent in Indiana where she settled
with the Miami Indians.

A number of St. Andrew parishioners took
a wonderful trip on our old church bus and visited
many of the old deserted villages where she had
lived with her family: Deaf Man'’s Village, Seven
Sisters Pillars, and the cemetery where she and
her family are buried.

My sister and | met the author of this book.
He is married to a Shawnee, “Dark Rain,” and
lives in a cabin in the Bloomington hills.

. Compared to July 2009, attendance
was only slightly down for the month, Adult
Offering Envelopes were down $1,350, and
Non-Pledge Income was up $400.

. 2,500 shares of stock were sold from
the trust for $32,000, of which $30,000 was
transferred to Cash Flow Trust Money fund.
The trust gained $26,000 in July. Overall,
income is down about 5% from budget,
expenses are down about 4%.

. Jim Parker had been hired to fill the
housekeeping position, however, volunteer
assistance will still be necessary to get all of
the needed work done around the Parish.

. Fr. Richard presented a list detailing
current usage of Andrew's Cross, noting
monthly financial donations which could be
made by Annie Lightsey and the basement
band. He also presented a list of possible
improvements which could be funded using
grant money in the Andrew's Cross Temporary
Restricted Fund. The vestry is considering
how these requests will fit in the Parish's long
term use of Andrew's Cross. The vestry
approved removal of the large X-shaped
cross from the front of the building, contingent
upon its replacement with a new sign, as well
as getting the trees trimmed.

. The wardens reported that everything
was on track for the Atrium open house, and
the 125th celebration.

KokomMo AND THE LONG RoAD OF RECOVERY FROM THE RECESSION

When my family and | arrived to Kokomo in the winter of 2000, this city boasted a high
employment and household median income. Those numbers, of course, have dipped considerably
during the past five years. As a parish community we have shared the stress and vulnerability brought
on by economic instability of "Corporate Kokomo." In a small city like ours, it is not a ripple effect, but
more like a tsunami, when the largest employers cut back operations and file for bankruptcy. The road
since 2004 has been a long and winding one but here we are and here is Kokomo.

It has been five years ago since Hurricane Katrina broke the levees in New Orleans causing
great devastation to that city and area. They too have had a long road of recovery. That hurricane
gave birth to Kokomo Urban Outreach which coordinated the relief efforts from Howard county to the
evacuees in Indianapolis. The resources gathered to help the people of New Orleans provided the
foundational base of resources assisting the under-resourced in Howard County. Hurricane Katrina
also gave birth to the Friday mass at noon offering intercession on behalf of the poor and the afflicted
throughout our city and our world.

The past five years have been a season of "hanging in" and "holding on.” We all knew we were
at ground zero of the recession when Forbes Magazine ranked Kokomo as number three "“fastest
dying cities" in the U.S. The mood and attitude of the city was daunted. BUT... Kokomo isn't dying,
and though we have a ways to go, the spirit and energy of our city is on the rise. New signs of life
and business continue to emerge from once empty store fronts.

Our prayers turn from desperation to inspiration. Our attitudes change from daunted to
determined. Our experience moves from "hanging on" to lifting up and pushing forward. As a parish
of this city for 125 years; as an institution that shared in the life of this city since its young beginnings,
we play a significant role in the life and soul of Kokomo. May we join together with others throughout
our city, praying and working toward a city on the rise—a place where new life and industries,
inventions and creations, entrepreneurial and innovative efforts create a new day in our beloved city.
