012 is upon us.  The new church
year has already begun with the
first Sunday of Advent.  While

some have pointed to 2012 as a year of
cataclysmic endings, I believe it is a
time of great potential and spiritual
awakening.  I hold great hope and
optimism for the life of our parish and
the city of Kokomo.

Recently, I was standing on a
corner of the courthouse square,
downtown.  I paused to take in the
flowers spilling out of the planters, the
brick inlaid crosswalks, the antique
street lamps, and people walking from
shop to restaurant.  As I took the time
to see what was present, I reflected on
another time I did the same thing just a
few years ago.  I flashed back to the
image of abandoned buildings
pleading to be bought and deserted
sidewalks -- cracked and littered -
deserving the cryptic pronouncement
by Forbes Magazine listing Kokomo as
"The Fourth fastest-dying city in
America."  Looking upon the
renovated Square, I was proud to be
part of a city that refused to let the
times and outsider prognoses
determine the future.  

I speak often of faith, hope,
and love.  I proclaim these three
attributes as the foundation and theme
of the teachings of Jesus and the focus
of our shared life in the parish.  I get
my idea from Saint Paul's summation
of the spiritual life in his letter to the
church in Corinth, "and now faith,
hope, and love, abide in these three,
and the greatest of these things is
love." (I Cor. 13:13)  As I stood on a
corner of downtown, observing the
positive change all around me, I saw
what faith, hope, and love looked like
in a city that had been rocked by
economic struggles.   Faith is seeing
something before it is.  Someone saw a

rejuvenated downtown square when I
could only see blight and vacancy.
Hope is the belief that something
imagined can become something
realized.  Many of us have imagined
better times for our city and our world
but some have shared an irrepressible
hope bringing energy and light to bring
beauty and growth.  Love never fails.
Love remains engaged and committed
to the process of rejuvenation and
resurrection.  "God so loved the
world…" God got involved.  Faith,
hope, and love have changed our city,
our parish, and they will change our
world.

During the same period that
we have watched our city rebound
from a difficult place, we have seen a
similar time of renewal in our parish.
Most recently, I have observed it
during the budgeting process.  Over the
last few years, it has required two to
three months of work by the finance
committee and the vestry to form the
annual budget.  This year it took us one
month.  As I observed and participated
in the process I could not help but
notice the change in spirit and mood of
those responsible for the welfare and
stewardship of the parish.  Many of the
people who are involved with the
budgeting process have been engaged
with this process for several years.  In
each of them I have seen the faith,
hope, and love this community needed
to journey from a difficult place to one
of optimism and vitality.  As I look
around our parish I see the signs of
faith, hope, and love everywhere I look
and it has inspired in me a sense of joy
to be part of such a community.  I look
forward to another year of seeing what
we can do when we do it with a spirit
of faith, hope, and love.

Move?! Oh, no!  All that came to mind was
cleaning, discarding, donating, selling a cozy home,
and readjustment in a new and strange community.
But I had just done all of this—twelve years ago!  And
we had not gotten any younger!

So the house was put on the market, and lo
and behold, it sold in three days.  That message He
sent was pretty clear—this was meant to be.  So I
trusted and set about the tasks that come with moving.
John was enthusiastic about moving closer to his
daughters.  I looked at Kokomo with a jaded eye, but
trusted Him.

Finding a home quickly was a plus, but I kept
wondering what I would do with my talents in Kokomo!
And then the hunt for a fit began.  Everywhere I
thought I might fit, there was only rejection.  Finding a
church home was not difficult.  Episcopalian is what I
am, but finding a place where I might apply my talents,
find satisfaction, and possibly make money all eluded
me.  Why was this so hard?  Never in all of my
previous moves had I experienced such frustration
trying to fit in.  All the while, I continued to have faith
that He’d put me where He wanted me.  John’s ear
was as much as he could lend to my lamentations, so
I prayed.  John had lived here for several years before
we met, so he did not share these frustrations I was
experiencing.

Sundays at St. Andrew were my salvation.
Such nice people!  So refreshing!  Little by little, St.
Andrew gave solace and open arms.  It is up to us to
search and receive what is offered.  With no job
forthcoming, I find the church activities very fulfilling,
and pray that I can assist in any way He sees fit to use
me.

After two years, I know that moving to an
unknown area certainly has its challenges.  This
feeling of aloneness happens to many who move, but
trust in Him will guide you.  Learning all you can about
a new community will resolve some of that anxiety of
fitting.  Read the paper, converse with everybody,
listen, and question all that you encounter.  Then, act
on that information you have garnered.  You may not
feel you are making headway toward finding your
place, but sooner or later, that unfamiliar will
eventually be a warm, comforting coat of familiarity.

OCTOBER
•For the month of September attendance was down; income for
the month was $25,633, expenses were $25,795, no extra money
was withdrawn from the trust.

•Repairs to the air-conditioning system have begun and should be
completed next week.

•From all reports, our infant and toddler care-giver is doing a
good job.

•Virginia Geiger has offered to create ribbon markers to insert into
the prayer books to help navigate it during services.

•A preliminary presentation was made of the 2012 budget, which
was adopted.  This budget reflects an anticipated increase in
income, and a decrease in the use of trust funds.

NOVEMBER

•Attendance in the month of October was down from 2010.
Budgeted income for the month was $28,365.79, while budgeted
expenses were $41,976.85.  $20,000 was withdrawn from the
Trust, $10,645.86 of which was used to pay for work on the air
conditioner, which is finished. 

•We are seeking to hire a second infant and child care worker for
insurance requirements and back-up.

•Negotiations to purchase the Union Hall is complete. Total cost
is $57,000 and the Union will pay closing costs. We will take
possession of the building after January 1, 2012. Renovations will
be needed before we move in.

•The new niches for the columbarium are scheduled to be shipped
by mid-December. Bill Selley will frame the cabinets.

•The vestry respectfully and regretfully accepts Terry Brown's
resignation from the vestry, noting appreciation for Terry's
participation to date.

•The vestry discussed vestry nominations for 2012.

•Scott Wright briefly described the work he is doing for General
Convention, which will be held July 5 through July 12, 2012.
Online registration will begin in February.

•Marvin McIntire's application for LEVwas approved.

•Fr. Richard announced that he is restructuring our Youth
Ministry. The "Monastery of the Heart" class will continue into
Advent.  Pilgrims in Christ will offer a second-year track starting
November 29.

•Fr. Richard will be forming an 11:11 circle to encourage
ownership among the parishioners who attend that service.

•We serve as liaison, chair, or member of a
parish committee as appointed by the rector,
and carry out the over-sight of that
committee.

•We will work with the clergy, staff and other
members of the parish to form an
environment of mutual trust and loyalty.

•We understand that we are called not only
to advise the clergy but to minister to them
and the other members of the congregation.
