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n the sacred tradition of the
church year, the season of Lent is
the metaphorical journey to

Jerusalem that Jesus led his disciples.
Lent is the time to lighten the load,
clear some schedule, and focus upon
the soul life in the midst of one's
whole life.

L IGHTEN THE LOAD

Lent is a road trip, like the one
Jesus took to Jerusalem. We are
bound by our busy schedules,
unhealthy habits, and preoccupation
with ourselves. If we are going to
take a road trip, we have to leave
some baggage behind and take only
what is necessary.  The packing list
for Lent will depend upon your
answer to the following questions:
Where do you wish to journey this
Lenten season?  Where have you not
been for some time now?  What is the
route you will take? How might your
life change because of the journey?  I
am writing metaphorically, of course.
But, I believe, in every soul a hunger
for the divine presence of Christ
resides, and every person must be still
and discern what the soul needs.  Lent
is the five-week journey to attend to
the soul's hunger for depth and the
divine.   So, begin now, to shed the
baggage of ill feelings, and
negativity.  The journey will provide
its own challenges without the
additional stress of a critical and
burdened spirit.

CLEAR SOME SCHEDULE

All journeys need some advance
planning.  Plan for simpler meals that
include community, less technology
replaced by quiet solitude,
inspirational reading, or real
conversation and shared times with
others.  Rearrange your schedule to
attend the Lenten services at church.
In addition, work into your personal
schedule time for the daily office
(morning, noon, evening prayer)

from the Book of Common Prayer.
Or, simply designate a daily time for
quiet and contemplation.  "…in
quietness and confidence shall be our
strength."(BCPpg. 832)

FOCUS UPON THE SOUL-L IFE

Lent has the reputation of being a
season of penance, abstinence, and
remorse.  I find it to be none of these.
It is for me, a season of quiet renewal
for the dawning of a new cycle of life
(spring). It is the preparation for
another year of work and meaning.
Lent is an invitation to draw back and
in—to focus upon the well-being of
soul. Without a clear connection
between work, relationship, activity,
and achievement with one's soul
life—we run the risk of all our energy
and activity becoming vain and drain.
To the degree that our living is an
extension of our soul, is the measure
of the satisfaction and meaning of our
life.   Lent is the necessary time for us
to do some inventory.  How much of
our life is an extension of our soul
filled with purpose and joy, and how
much of it is driven by our fears,
instant-gratification, pleasing others,
or just mindless wandering?  For me,
it is not the measure of money, power,
fame, or leisure that determines the
measure of joy and significance in a
life.  It is the measure that one's
visible life reflects the invisible
vision of the soul. “Almighty and
eternal God, so draw our hearts to
Thee, so guide our minds, so fill our
imaginations…” (BCPpg.832)

I hope you are with your church
family on February 22nd at one of the
two Ash Wednesday services.  I hope
you are ready for the journey together
as well as your own individual
itinerary. The caravan departs at noon
on February 22 and arrives in
Jerusalem on Palm Sunday, April 1.

Slowly, those steadfast
volunteers return all of the supplies and equipment to their
places.  Tablecloths are gathered to be washed and used
for the next event where all of those wonderful aromas will
once again waft through the church and greet you when you
enter that back door to experience Christian fellowship at its
best.

THE POWER OF THE STORY BY ALAN BURKE

Rosemary and I had the privilege of providing the meal for the
Pilgrims on December 13th.  Tom (King of the Kitchen) Richey provided
us with invaluable assistance.  The Pilgrims, as is standard for members
of our parish, were lavish in their demonstration of appreciation for our
efforts.   Following the meal, their meeting and our clean-up began. 

After the initial portion of their meeting was over, the Pilgrims
retired to the nave of the church to listen to Jack Mapes’faith journey.
Tom suggested that we suspend our clean-up to listen to Jack’s story.  I
am ashamed to admit that my first thought was that I just wanted to get
the task done and go home.  But Tom was my sponsor in last year’s
Pilgrims and so I deferred to his judgment.  

Jack was introduced by Doug (Mr. Pilgrim) Miller.  Doug talked
about when he first came to St. Andrew he was apprehensive.  Would he
be accepted?  Would he be shunned if his beliefs did not conform to
someone else’s?  He talked about becoming a part of Pilgrims and being
in Jack’s small group.  How he was touched by Jack’s faith story and how
Jack, being the reflection of St. Andrew that he is, made Doug feel
comfortable with wherever Doug was in his faith journey.  He made Doug
feel that he belonged.  It was as moving an introduction as I had ever
heard, then came the main event.

It is well beyond my meager command of the language to
convey to you the power of what Jack said that night.  Suffice it to say
that if you ever have the opportunity to hear his faith journey, do it.  I
guarantee it will be a better choice than any other options you may have-
- and way better than cleaning a kitchen.  I will, though, do my best to
paraphrase Jack’s closing comments.  They went something like this:
While God has the power to reach down from heaven and direct the
course of events, He instead chooses to work through people, through
you and me.  It was a powerful message Jack delivered.  And we all know
the source of Jack’s power.

Many thoughts churned in my head after that night.  One of
those thoughts took me back to my early days at St. Andrew.  At Sunday
Mass, while everyone else was coming forward to receive the Eucharist,
I remained in my pew.  I am sure that “communion” and “community”
have the same derivation and before I partook of the former, I wanted to
feel fully vested in the latter.  One Sunday, as I sat during communion,
Doug slipped into the pew behind me and said words to the effect that I
should feel free to take communion in my own way and in my own time.
That went a long way toward giving me the feeling of belonging that Doug
received from Jack years earlier.  Shortly after that I asked Tom to
accompany me to the rail for the first time.

So the legacy continues: from Jack to Doug; from Doug and
Tom to me.  May I have the strength to pass it on?

Humor Column...  
The 11:11: Comes Full Circle

In 1998, a new service was birthed by a group of people from both the then, 8:00am and
10:00am services.  The purpose of the new service was to present a worship experience that
might offer the community and spirituality of Saint Andrew to people who were new and
unfamiliar with the Episcopal Church and tradition.  A team was formed under the leadership
of Fr. Derek Harbin and together the third service was launched.  Like all births, and
subsequent new additions, there were labor pains and added responsibilities for the whole
family.  The first major adjustment to make room for the new addition to the family was the
sacrifice and acceptance by those who attended worship at 8:00am, to now come to the
7:30am Rite 1 service.  And, for those who attended worship at 10:00am, to arrive for a 9:00am
Rite II service.  I can only imagine, since I was not here, the disturbance this may have caused
throughout the church family.  It is also apparent, that along with the disturbance was a sense
of excitement for coming together and birthing something new.  The new service was barely
one year old when Fr. Derek announced his leaving.  It was now left to the people of St.
Andrew to continue the new service or return to two services.  The vestry, staff, and interim
priests, made a commitment to maintain the 11:11 until a new rector was called. The new rector
arrived in December of 2000 and I vividly remember the conflict among the people of St.
Andrew concerning the future of the 11:11 service.  

When I arrived I was already biased toward the purpose and mission of the 11:11. I was
impressed with the people from a historical and traditional church who were willing to extend
and sacrifice for the sake of including and communicating the spirituality of the sacramental
faith to the emerging generation and culture.  I was immediately touched by the spirit and
enthusiasm of the members of St. Andrew who had assisted in the birth of a Rite III service.
The 11:11 did continue of course and its life and ministry has made a profound impact upon the
whole community of St. Andrew.  I can hardly imagine this parish without it.  For me, it has been
a community with which I have grown alongside as we together have become part of the
greater community of St. Andrew.

The 11:11, by my calculations, is now fourteen years young.  Fourteen years is that age
of passage from being primarily a dependant within the family, to being one of the adults.  It is
an awkward stage, and yet an exciting one. The 11:11 has become a stable and strong
community of faith in its own right and is now being called to do what others did fifteen plus
years ago to birth the 11:11. Members within the community of the 11:11 are being challenged
to come together and explore how the life and spirituality they share and cherish, might be
opened up for greater involvement and responsibility among the 11:11 community, and how we
may inform and include others who are searching for a family of faith in which to belong.

So far, we have had two 11:11 circles, and though the life and traditions the 11:11 shares
is not decades or even centuries old, it is apparent that once something becomes comfortable,
familiar, and beloved, the desire and openness for change and inclusivity, is a challenge, but
no less necessary for the future growth and vitality of the community. It does appear, as my title
suggests, the 11:11 has come full circle from being the new child born, to becoming a young
mother with child. I ask the prayers for the expectant mother from all the people of St. Andrew.

•The vestry expressed its gratitude to off going
members, Mary Crousore, Tom Davis, Tom Richey,
Linda Meister-Crowder and Phil Webb.
